The DPRB
augments the nearly 3,500 full time
Dallas Police Officers and provides
additional boots-on-the-ground
across all bureaus. The DPRB is
made up of dedicated police officers
who are also business people from a
diverse number of backgrounds.
Each has a common focus with
DPRB, to protect-and-serve the
citizens of Dallas where they live,

work and raise their families

The DPRB consists of fully sworn, trained and certified Dallas Police
Officers who are unpaid volunteers. They must work at least 16 hours per
month. Police officers in the DPRB serve in many capacities within the
Dallas Police Department, however, primary duties are in patrol within in
each of the Divisions across the city. In addition, they work in a number of
specialized areas as needed and where their full-time career experience
may provide expertise. These include helicopter/aviation, investigative,
media relations, technology/Internet and others. DPRB also serves at a
number of special events including the State Fair.

Becoming a police officer in the DPRB is a challenging undertaking. Officers
have to be State Certified Peace Officers as required by TCLEOSE. Each has
to complete rigorous physical agility requirements, pass various written
tests, pass an oral-board and complete the police academy. The academy
for DPRB recruits is conducted evenings and weekends over a period of
one-year. After trainingis successfully completed, recruits are sworn-in
and assigned to a Division to begin FTO field training part-time with full-
time senior corporals, and when done they hit the streets of Dallas.
